Unification with National

Sylvia indicated that time is being spent putting documents together for the national affiliation.
Copies of the chapter’s bylaws and were distributed prior to the meeting. Copies of the affiliation
agreement has been forwarded. Sylvia and Ann have reviewed the template from national. Tony
Yamamoto indicated that he had drafted this document for the national. He reported that National
provided this template for chapters to work off. He indicated that chapters did not have to adopt the
document in its entirety. It as up to the chapters to decide what they wanted to submit. Tony did
indicate that there are some sections that would be required:...annual report, financial reporting,
conflict of interest statement, removal of members. Otherwise everything on the template is
discretionary.

There were some comments about the vote on affiliating with national. They were unaware of a vote
was being taken and that the general membership would not have an opportunity to vote on this item.
The matter of affiliating was discussed at prior meetings and it was decided at the membership
meeting that the Board would agree to make the decision. The Board did make the decision to
affiliate.

One comment was that some of the members were not aware of this discussion. There has been
information posted on the national SSWLHC web site and e-Blasts that were sent out by the process.
The chapter members indicated that if they were not national members that they could not have
access to this information.

Chapter WebSite on National Web page
It was reported that information has not been updated on the chapter’s webpage. Tony Yamamoto

indicated that he is responsible for following up on this item. He has been in communications with
Carol Maxell who has been serving as the point person for the Society in maintaining the web page.

Dues for National and Local

Tony had prepared a written document further illuminating the dues for 2010 and 2011. In 2010, the
chapters would collect their normal dues (i.e. $35). Since national is wanting the chapters to move to
a July 1-June 30 FY starting on July 1, 2010, national has left it open for chapters to collect
additional dues to cover this period or the chapter can choose two options: 1) prorate the chapter due
for this period 2) assess another $35 for this period of time 3) only collect the $35 for the 18 month
period. In addition to the dues, there is an assessment by national for the processing of the local
members who are being added to the national membership. There will be a $10 fee for each local
member who is not a national member. A current national member will not be assessed this fee. The
chapter can choose to pay for these local members or elect to have the local member pay this charge.

A question did bring up the issue of a payment plan for the new higher fee starting in July 2011. It
was requested that Tony bring this consideration up to the task force and the board.

The board will need to
decide on the dues
structure based upon this
schedule.
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
