Minutes:  Minutes of the last meeting on 5/13/08 were reviewed and approved. 
 
Treasurer’s Report:  Jackie reports current balance as $1720.95. She has received checks in the 
amount of $800 in new member fees. No bills outstanding at this time. The Treasurer’s report 
was approved. 
 
By Laws: Request to post the bylaws on the Website. Beth Lee distributed the By laws with 
revised changes. A non-social worker who supervises social workers has requested to join. IT 
was discussed that this individual could join by job description but an amendment to Section 3 
would need to be made. The group felt that is was important to keep the integrity of this chapter 
as social worker. It was decided that the non social worker would be welcome to join at the local 
level with a proposed change to bylaws for Adhoc members (non social workers and students). 
This feel would be $40. The proposals to modify the by laws to include South East Indiana into 
our chapter were approved. 
 
Dues:  The national office recommends having dues managed nationally rather than locally. 
Webinars are available to all members. You can also post questions on the Website. Cost for 
national membership is $135 for Management Level; $80 for Clinicians. A conference call for 
Chapter Presidents will be scheduled in the fall to discuss this. The decision to set date for dues 
payment (i.e. Jan-Dec; Sept-Aug; July-June) will be addressed at the next meeting.
