DENNIS DALEY, PhD, LSW

Western Psychiatric Institute & Clinic

Dr. Daley is Chief of Addiction Medicine Services, Professor of
Psychiatry at the University of Pittsburgh School of Medicine at
Western Psychiatric Institute and Clinic (WPIC) and Associate
Professor of Social Work at the University of Pittsburgh. Dr. Daley
has been involved in managing and providing treatment services
for alcohol and drug problems, psychiatric disorders and co-
occurring or dual disorders (substance abuse combined with
psychiatric illness) for three decades. He currently oversees a large
continuum of treatment and prevention programs in multiple
community locations, serving over 8,000 consumers each year. He
and colleagues were one of the first groups in the United States to
develop treatment programs for co-occurring disorders. His
integrated treatment model and recovery materials are used in
many programs in the U.S. and other countries. He is also a
licensed Social Worker who previously served as Director of
Social Work and Family Studies at WPIC. Dr. Daley has a strong
interest in clinical services for families and children as well as
disseminating information to them about treatment and recovery.
He has authored materials for clinicians, families and children on
addiction or co-occurring disorders. Dr. Daley has been involved
in clinical research for 20 years. He is currently Principle
Investigator of the Appalachian Tri-State Node of the National
Institute on Drug Abuse’s Clinical Trials Network project. He has
been or is currently an investigator on over ten NIDA or NIAAA
funded clinical trials of treatment of addiction or co-occurring
disorders. He is Co-Director of the Education Core of the VISN 4
Mental Illness Research, Education and Clinical Care (MIRECC)
project, a joint venture between the Pittsburgh and Philadelphia
VA Health Care Systems. Dr. Daley has presented over 400
workshops, lectures and training seminars in the U.S., Canada and
Europe. As a faculty member in the Department of Psychiatry, Dr.
Daley provides clinical supervision to residents and provides
educational lectures. For 10 years he served as a part-time faculty
member in the Department of Sociology at Indiana University of
Pennsylvania, and for 10 years served as part-time faculty member
at the Department of Individual and Family Studies of the
Pennsylvania State University. Dr. Daley has over 260
publications, including clinician treatment manuals, family and
client educational books, workbooks, and videotapes on recovery
from alcohol and drug problems, recovery from psychiatric
disorders, recovery from dual disorders, and relapse prevention..
He was the first professional in the U.S. to publish interactive
workbooks on co-occurring disorders, and one of the first to
publish similar materials on recovery from addiction. In addition,
he was the first to write patient education videos on co-occurring
disorders (Double Trouble 1: Addiction and Mood/Anxiety
Disorders; Double Trouble 2: Addiction and Personality
Disorders).
